Terms and Conditions

Please note that these terms and conditions are legally binding and constitute a contract between JMP Music and the customer.

1. Frequency and Timing of Lessons

1.1 There will be a minimum of 10 lessons in a standard term. This will be pro-rated if lessons start partway through a term at our discretion
1.2 Each lesson will be allocated a lesson time by the tutor. Lessons will be during the school day however they may also be before or after school if required and agreed with the school and parent
1.3 A full school year will comprise of at least 30 lessons (unless lessons begin part-way through the academic year). This enables teachers to organise catch up lessons should they need to.
1.4 If enrolling part-way through an academic year, we will add the student to the existing register at the earliest opportunity.
1.5 Individual lessons are available for 15 minutes, 20 minutes, or 30 minutes.
1.6 If at the conclusion of the 10 lessons each term it is possible to hold additional lessons until the end of that particular term, then the parent/guardian will be informed and given the option to pay for these additional lessons
1.7 If group lessons are available they will be arranged according to the number of pupils and availability as follows:
 2 Pupils – 15 mins
 3 Pupils – 20 mins
 4 Pupils – 25 mins
 Should a group lesson be requested but there is no suitable grouping then the parent/guardian will be contacted to discuss possible options, which may include upgrading to Individual lessons or going onto a waiting list.
 
2. Tuition Fees, Billing and Other Charges

2.1 Tuition fees are as shown on the enrolment form and may be revised from time to time due to overriding conditions.
2.2 The first termly payment is due with the enrolment. Subsequent termly payments are due prior to the start of each term as advised by JMP.
2.3 No refund can be made if the student fails to attend lessons or decides to give up lessons part-way through any period that has already been paid for
2.4 Additional fees for examinations etc will be invoiced as they are incurred. These are arranged directly with the teacher.
2.5 All payments are collected on behalf of the teacher, and these will be passed on at the end of each month.
2.6 JMP Music reserve the right to suspend your child’s classes until any overdue payments have been received.
3. Cancelled and Missed Lessons
 
3.1 JMP Music reserves the right to cancel any lessons any time up to and including the date the lesson starts. Should this occur we will endeavour to give you as much notice as possible via Facebook, text or phone/email and a credit note will be issued.
3.2 Lessons cancelled by the tutor will be rescheduled to the next available date.
3.3 Lessons cancelled by the school will be rescheduled to the next available date
3.4 Lessons missed for any other reason cannot be rescheduled and there will be no refund eg, pupil sickness or on holiday.
3.5 Should a student arrive at the lesson without their instrument, a theory lesson may be given instead.
3.6 A decision by the pupil or parent/guardian to discontinue lessons should give notice via speed admin or email.
3.7 In the event of a pupil leaving with fees still outstanding, JMP Music reserve the right to pursue recovery of the debt by all legal means, including court action.

Section 4 – Enquiries and complaints

4.1 All enquiries or complaints about any aspect of the service should in the first instance be addressed to JMP Music. Complaints can be raised by telephone, letter or email. These will be resolved as soon as possible.
 
Section 5 – General information

5.1 Parents/Guardians are responsible for the purchase and insurance of the pupil’s instrument. Teachers can assist with the hire or purchase of instruments. For further details please contact JMP Music and information is also on the website.
5.2 Parents/Guardians are required to purchase all music books, including the JMP Music Practice journal.
5.3 Students should be prepared for each lesson – bringing their instrument (where applicable) and any music/lyrics where necessary, including the JMP Music Practice journal.
5.4 An annual report will be issued towards the end of each Summer term.
5.5 Parents/Guardians by signing this agreement consent to their details to be passed onto the teacher & admin team 

Section 6 – Child protection

6.1 All tutors have an enhanced DBS check in place.
6.2 It is a mandatory requirement for tutors to undertake child protection training when they join JMP Music. Refresher training is also undertaken.
6.3 It is sometimes necessary and appropriate for a tutor to touch a student, with the student’s permission, when teaching a musical instrument. This allows the tutor to ensure that the student has the correct posture, hand/finger or facial position.
